New Series in Jumping 

 
 

Suggestion of European Cup (EC) in jumping 

Runned as the WC formula with points etc. (have a committee make the rules) 

10-14 qualifiers at CSI3* and/or 4* (as the CSI requirements) 6 results to count) 

Final 2 weeks before the WC Final at a 4* or 5* (30-40 riders for the final) the 

winner get a wild card for the WC final?) 

Riders within top 100? (80), on the ranking cannot start. (Except host Nation 

and wild cards, but will not take points in the EC class) Host Nation can invite 7 

foreign riders and have 3 riders from host Nation within top 100. Total of 50-55 

riders at the show, total of 45 in the EC class. Riders with points in more than 1, 

or 2 WC`s? will go out of the EC list. 

Entry fee 450 euro where 50 euro is to FEI for EC adm. Fee? 

All shows with at least 9 classes (can be more) 

All shows with at least 100 000 euro in prizes (can be more) 

All shows with at least 30 000 euro in the EC and the GP, 1 class with 20 000 

euro Friday or Thursday. 

All shows must be well presented, with TV from the EC class, Have Arena with 

at least 2000 seats, Meet the standards for this kind of show. 

Invitation: 

 Each host nation can send 2 riders to each show, European countries with at 

least 3.5 Million inhabitants, but not organising a EC, may send one rider to 

each show as long as they have a rider ranked between 100 and 200 on the 

ranking.  ) Host Nation can invite 7 foreign riders and have 3 riders from host 

Nation within top 100 (will not earn points), and up to 8 more national riders to 

 



go in the EC class. The rest to fill up is sent out by invitations, anyhow not more 

than 45 in the EC class.  

Each country can host 2 qualifiers. (Inc. the Final) Send out info to all Nat. 

Federations, and they send to their organizers, who want to organize the 

qualifiers.

We have WC, Super League, Global Champions Tour, Riders Tour etc (mostly for the 60 best/same 

riders), Football have Champions league, skiing has WC etc. 

  

In most sports there is a tournament/cup for the athletes after the top ranked. Call it second 

division, for athletes on the way up, Younger Riders, smaller countries etc. So they make more 

interesting events, educate more athletes, judges and course designers before the WC level. When 

you see the size of the sport there is room to make a cup under the wc formula, like we have the 

promotion league in Nation Cup.
